DUCT RODS FOR CABLE LAYING

Bailey’s rods, produced to British Telecom specification, are made from PVC in lengths up to 3 metres, fitted
with brass joints. The joints can be either Ferret type as supplied to British Telecom or Lockfast type which are
less expensive. In addition a 250 metre PVC coil is available.

TYPE OF JOINT

Ferret joints operate on the principle of a spring loaded pin engaging into a mating hole when the joints are
screwed together. The trigger, which is flush with the body of the joint, is pressed for quick release. This
ensures total security of the joint.
This type of joint is favoured as there are no sharp edges to damage existing cable in the duct, or the duct itself.
Ferret joints are made in two sizes (for 15⁄16" and 1⁄2" diameter rods). To couple the different sizes together an
adaptor is used.

Lockfast joints operate on the principle of a fixed square male pin engaging into a female opening. The two
halves of the joint are then fastened by a threaded swivel nut which rotates on the male pin. When the two
sections are joined together, the swivel nut is tightened securing the rods. The rods can be used with a rotating
movement in a clockwise or anti-clockwise direction. Lockfast joints are fitted to 15⁄16" diameter rods only.

COLOUR

Rods are supplied in yellow.

GLASS FIBRE RODS

We offer 10mm diameter white solid glass fibre rods. These are more rigid than the 1⁄2" PVC rods. They are fitted
with non-locking joints which will not couple with any other type of joint. These rods must be rotated clockwise
in use to help prevent them becoming unscrewed.

USE OF ABOVE:

Part No. 2129 and 2130 can be used to join together two lengths of
Rod Duct No.3 where one of the lengths can be easily rotated. The
male and female threads can then be screwed together in the
normal manner.
Part No. 2129 and 2131 can be used to join together two lengths of
Rod Duct No.3 where, due to the length of the pieces to be joined,
neither length can be rotated. In this case the swivelling nut is
rotated to join the threads together.
Part No. 2130 or 2131 can be used to attach Part No. 2937 (Leader
and Follower, Steel) to Rod Duct No.3.

This is a 250 metre long coil of 15⁄16" diameter black PVC rod, with no joints fitted.
This item is usually supplied on its own to fit a motorised swift in large vans. Where
a motorised swift is not available, a hand operated swift mounted on a frame can
be supplied. A range of plated steel joints, shown below, are available separately.

Leaders provide a smooth bullet shaped joint on the leading end of the rod to guide the rod through the duct,
especially where cables already exist in the duct. Followers allow a cord to be attached to the trailing end of a
rod prior to pulling through a cable.

COUPLING-UP PIECES (Marrying Sets)

Coupling-Up Pieces
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Coupling-up pieces are used for joining rods together in the duct. When pushed together (from each end of
the duct) the two halves of the coupling-up pieces join together and lock. The pieces can be separated by
unscrewing.
Coupling-up pieces are available with either Lockfast female threads at each end, or Ferret male threads at
each end, as listed below.

A weight attached to a length of rope drops down the outside of the pole, leaving the pole threaded by
rope. Cable can then be drawn up the inside of the pole. The rope and weight are not supplied with the
Rigging Head 1A.

• The leading end of the rods are fitted with a male 
brass coupling, onto this an aluminium rod end  
tip is fitted which guides the rod through 
the duct and allows pulling rope to be attached. 
The other end of  the rod is fitted with a female 
brass coupling for rod extension if required.
